Fifth Year Mock Results Day 21 January 2011 

  

As you are aware, the Fifth Year mock examinations finish on Friday 14 January. The 
results will be issued to pupils on Friday 21 January. This will be done formally at 12.40 in 
the Concourse. Students will line up in Tutor Groups and be given their results in a sealed 
envelope. Our intention is to replicate the real results day in August. 

  

There will be no Modern Language results on Friday 21 January as students have been 
sitting GCSE modules and these grades will not be published until the summer. 

  

I will be taking maternity leave from Monday 17 January and so, unfortunately, will not be 
available on the mock results day. However, Mr Broughton and Mr Wells will be overseeing 
the distribution of results and your child’s Tutor will be on hand for support and advice. Once 
the results have been distributed, Mr Broughton, Miss Henry and Miss Woolley will look 
closely at the achievement of your child and where necessary, further support and 
mentoring will be organised.
