Dear Parents and Guardians  
          
Second Year Challenge 
 
I am writing to inform you of the exciting Second Year challenge which your child will take 
part in this year.  The purpose of the challenge is to encourage pupils to broaden their co-
curricular experience both inside and outside of school. The scheme is divided into three 
broad themes (Service, Action and Creative) and subdivided further dependant on activity. 
As part of the challenge, your child might wish to opt for the Challenge Walk, which will take 
place on the South Downs Way. In addition, all pupils will complete a 20 length swim and 
5km run.  Further details will be sent out in due course. There are also two areas where 
pupils can earn additional points outside of school. Firstly, by organising a charity event and 
raising a minimum of £20. Secondly by planning and taking part in a 10km bike ride. Please 
confirm participation in either event with a letter to your child’s Tutor. 
 
Your child’s reward level (Platinum, Gold, Silver and Bronze) is determined by the number of 
points collected and certificates will be presented at the end of the year. To pass the award, 
at least 35 points need to be collected from the service section. There is a free choice 
from all other sections. Your child’s Tutor will keep a record of each pupil’s progress in the 
scheme.  
 
I attach a copy of a pupil record sheet for your information.  
 
Please encourage your son or daughter to participate in the above scheme as we are 
convinced that these activities are essential to providing a broad and balanced all round 
education for all our pupils and it is an excellent precursor to the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award 
Scheme.
