Dear Parent/Guardian 
 
I am writing to let you know about the Life Drawing Class which will be taking place in the art 
department after school on Wednesdays.  This class runs in the Autumn term for 6th form 
students and again in the Spring term, when we open it up to suitable 5th Year pupils. 

This is a popular eight week course, working from professional male and female models in a 
variety of short and long poses.  It is both an introduction for those new to life class as well 
as an opportunity for the more confident and experienced to develop their skills further.  Life 
drawing is a terrific discipline for any artist to learn (an important skill for anyone applying for 
Art Foundation or degree courses or Architecture) and we have an excellent teacher who 
comes into school to teach this class.  I have spoken to the students about the course and 
wish to know if you are happy for your son or daughter to join the classes.  The course costs 
£75 for Caterham students and runs from 4.15 to 5.45 on the following Wednesdays: 

Dates: 25 January, 1/8/22/29 February, 7/14/21 March 

All materials are provided for pupils. 
 
In case it is of interest to you, there is also a later class which is open to adults which runs 
from 6pm to 8pm on the same dates.  The cost of this course is £120 (or £95 for any 
Caterham students who would rather attend the later and longer classes).
