 The Talent Show is an annual event organised by the Charity Committee, a group of Sixth 
Formers who work towards fundraising for various charities.  For example, school based 
charities such as Tanzania and the Ukraine projects along with Help for Heroes, McMillan 
nurses and Clifton Hill School for the Disabled.
